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AUCKLAND FOOTBALL FEDERATION CODE OF ETHICS AND PROFESSIONAL

CONDUCT FOR REFEREES

During the last 12 months the Committee of Auckland Football Fede ration Referees (AFFR)
working on behal f of all referees and refereeing in the re;¢
Professional Conduct for Refereeso.

The rationale behind it is to provide guidelines to members about the standards and behaviour
which we should expect of ourselves, and which club officials should expect of us.

The code has been ratified by the Board of AFF, and will work with and be applied in conjunction
wi th the NZ Football Code of Conduct.

New members and transferees joining AFFR have been presented with and have signed agreeing
to be bound by both the NZF Code and the AFFR Code.

All new and re -registering members in 2011 and beyond will also be presented wi th the dual
codes, and acceptance will be a requirement of membership next year.

So, the gap in achieving full acceptance right now is AFFR members who re -registered prior to the
start of the season and were not offered the AFFR Code at the time of re -app lying for
membership. The AFFR Committee believes it would send a very strong message for all AFFR

members to be signed up to the AFF R Code for the balance of the 2010 year.

Peter Shackleton, = AFFR Committee member, will be approaching members with a co py of the
Code and a letter from both David Parker (AFF CEO) and Stephen Budai (AFFR Chairman) for you
to read and sign to accept.
